Each grant application is reviewed by the Fund’s chairman who may call the applicant for clarification.  When the chairman is satisfied, the application will be submitted to the Board of Trustees for action.

The grant applicant or a designated representative may be asked to make a presentation in support of the application and answer questions.

At the end of April, the Board of Trustees will notify the applicant in writing of the disposition of the grant request.  The chairman will be available to answer questions regarding approval or disapproval of the grant request.

If the grant is approved, a letter from the Trustees will be sent to the applicant, along with a terms of agreement form.  This form must be signed by the applicant and returned to the chairman of the Endowment before a check can be issued.
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Grant Recipient Accountability

The Educational Service Center of Lorain County Endowment Fund grant application requires grant seekers to outline a plan for evaluation of the project and how this evaluation will be provided to the Trustees.

Periodic reports on the progress of a project should be provided to the Endowment chairman according to the schedule outlined in the grant application.

It is the responsibility of the Endowment staff to collect the accountability reports from grant recipients and distribute them to the Board.

If a grant is made for a specified purpose, use of the grant funds for any other purpose will be considered a violation of the terms of the grant.  If a modification to the terms of the original grant is needed at any time, it is the grantee’s responsibility to contact the Endowment chairman and discuss the changes that are being made.  Major changes in program direction or emphasis will be brought to the attention of the Board for their review and approval.
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Purpose
The Educational Service Center of Lorain County Endowment Fund is designed to develop and provide a permanent source of supplemental funding to improve the quality of education in Lorain County.  Assets of the Educational Service Center of Lorain County Endowment will be used exclusively for the support and enhancement of educational and related services as overseen by the Educational Service Center of Lorain County.

General Information

The application is to be submitted to the chairman of the Educational Service Center of Lorain County Endowment Fund.  The chairman may also be contacted to discuss problems or answer questions concerning the application.

A percentage of our grant dollars must be awarded to a project that includes teaming.  Any unawarded grant money may be disbursed at the discretion of the Board of Trustees with a majority vote.

The ESC Endowment Grant funds are to be used exclusively for the support and enhancement of educational and related services as overseen by the ESCLC.

There will be a limit of $2,000 per grant.

Granting Period

The grant monies must be used for a project within a one-year period beginning July 1 through June 30, immediately following the approval of the grant.  The applicant must reapply to be considered to receive additional grant monies.
