The Wisdom of Conflict is a 6 hour interactive workshop that gives participants a framework for implementing a crisis prevention and management system that reduces the need to rely on high risk interventions. The aim is intervening in the crisis is to provide immediate emotional and environmental support to reduce stress and risk, and to teach more effective coping skills to avoid physical and verbal aggression.
